	All abstracts must be submitted and presented in English.

	4.
	Please prepare your abstract(s) as a separate Word file (.doc) using the following format (see sample abstract):

● Spacing: single

● Margins: top: 2.5 cm; bottom 2.5 cm; left: 2.5 cm; right: 2.5 cm

● Font: Times New Roman

● Font size: 12 pt

■ The abstract should contain the title in bold. 

■ After one empty line the name(s) of the author(s) [e.g. Volker M. Arlt1 and Michael N. Routledge2]

■ After one empty line the affiliation(s) of the author(s) [e.g. 1Institute of Cancer Research, Sutton, Surrey SM2 5NG, UK] in italic.

■ After one empty line the abstract body should follow (no subheadings), stating clearly the purpose of the study, methods, results and conclusions. Do not use phrases such as ‘data will be presented’ or ‘results will be discussed’.

■ Abstract text including references should not exceed 300 words.

	All abstracts will be reviewed upon receipt. Submitted abstracts that do not adhere to the requested abstract style will be returned for revision.

	6.
	Abstracts will be selected by members of the UK Molecular Epidemiology Group committee. You will be informed by e-mail whether your abstract has been accepted.
